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The International Business Degree is a Dual Degree.  You must be accepted to both the College 
of Business and the College of Arts and Science in order to complete the degrees required (BS in 
Business Administration and BA in International Studies).   
 
You start at the College of Business and meet with the IB advisor in the College of Business 
Advising Center, 111 Cornell Hall, 882-7073. Once you are accepted into an upper-level 
sequence within Business (when you reach approximately 55-60 hours), you will have to 
complete your graduation plan in International Business (the International Studies side of 
International Business). To do this you will need to meet with an advisor in Special Degree 
Programs at 210 Switzler Hall. The Special Degree Program advisors list their walk in times on 
the Department Calendar (top left link) located at specialdegrees.missouri.edu.

6:  Within the General Education Requirements (sections A-D) you must have three courses at the 2000 
level or above distributed between at least two of the areas. (This need not be a concern for you because the 
combination of Stat 2500, 3500 and Anthropology 2030 will meet this requirement.)  
 
7:  Throughout your Graduation Plan, you must have at least two Writing Intensive courses.  One of these 
courses must be from the Business School (and appear on the front side of your Graduation Plan).  The other 
WI class can be in any department.
